Bournemouth is so family-friendly that it even offers a brand new child-friendly beach 

hut, stylishly kitted out with IKEA fittings, available to rent during the summer period 

while rolling out a Good Food for Little People initiative. The initiative sees local 

restaurants offering fun and healthy meal options for children, rather than the normal 

sausage and chips.
